You may choose to use a different programming language and re-implement the whole Web ap-
plication. When you are done, be sure to push all sources, including a dump file of the database,
to a new individual repository named “hw3”. Again, the layout of your webpages need not be
pretty, so do not spend too much time on that.
You may be asked to demonstrate your application in class or at an appointed time.
